THE EVENT

WHO IS ELIGIBLE?

Oraclâ March Madness 2010 is open to any citizen, prospective, former citizen, or Friend in either the Republic or the Kingdom of Talossa as well as anyone who has ever been a contestant in Oraclâ March Madness in the past.

In Oraclâ’s March Madness scheme, you have not just one chance to win it all, but five:

“TOTAL GAMES” COMPETITIONS

“Total Games” consists of attempting to correctly predict the outcome of all 63 games 
in either the Men’s or the Women’s tournaments.  In order to give contestants a 

decent amount of time to send in brackets between Selection Sunday and the start 

of the 1st round that Thursday, the Tuesday Men’s play-in game is not counted.
“POINTS” COMPETITIONS

“Points” refers to the following point system:


correctly-guessed 1st round game = 1 point (32 games - 32 possible points)

correctly-guessed 2nd round game = 2 points (16 games - 32 possible points)

correctly-guessed Regional Semifinal game = 4 points (8 games - 32 possible points)

correctly-guessed Regional Final = 8 points (4 games - 32 possible points)

correctly-guessed National Semifinal = 16 points (2 games - 32 possible points)

correctly-guessed National Final = 32 points (1 game - 32 total points)

192 total points possible for either the Men’s or the Women’s tournament

Whoever has the most points for one tournament or the other wins the respective 
Points competition.
COMBINED PICK-A-CHAMPION

Pick the winners of both the women’s and men’s tournaments. If you are the only 
person to correctly pick both champions, you are automatically the winner of the 
competition. If, as is very likely, more than one player picks one or the other National 

Champion there will be a tie, and the tie will be broken by way of the tiebreakers 
discussed elsewhere.

If no-one (as happened in 2006) correctly picks even one champion in either 
tournament, there will be no tiebreakers and no Combined Pick-a-Champion winner.  
2006 saw us have no winner in this competition.  2007, however, saw Gödafrïeu 


Válcadác’h become the first-ever Pick-a-Champion winner by way of a tiebreak.

The Oraclâ March Madness Awards System - 2010 Modification
1 contestant = No competition will be held.
2-3 “ = 1st place only

4-7 “ = 1st and 2nd places
8-10 “ = 1st through 3rd places
11-13 “ = 1st through 4th places

14-17 “ = 1st through 5th places

18-20 “ = 1st through 6th places

21-23 “ = 1st through 7th places

24-27 “ =1st through 8th places

In addition to the Placement Awards, Minor Awards will be given for various things such as sweeping the 1st and 2nd round games in either tournament in a single city, etc.

All awards from previous years are preserved.

Special recognition shall be given for winning both men’s events (the Men’s Double), both Women’s events (the Women’s Double), both Points events (the Points double), and both Total Games events (the Total Games Double).

Anyone who manages to win all five competitions in a single year shall have won the GRAND SWEEP.  Such a thing is indeed possible as GV in 2007 swept the Women’s events and Pick-a-Champion (winning three of the five total competitions) while G. Gollinger swept the Men’s events.
Placement awards for Combined Pick-a-Champion based on the number of people who qualify for the competition (by picking champion(s) from either/both tourneys).
